Dentro del contexto de la evaluacion de los ECAES, se ha considerado fun-
damental la inclusién de un componente de comprension lectora en Inglés,
por ser éste un idioma de uso, cada vez mas frecuente, en los ambitos
académico y profesional, tanto nacional como internacionalmente y como
quiera que es un aspecto que ha sido considerado relevante en las Resolu-
ciones que definen las caracteristicas especificas de calidad de los progra-
mas de pregrado del pais. Por consiguiente, se ha disefiado un componente
de comprension lectora en Inglés, el cual sera aplicado a todos los estudian-
tes que presenten el ECAES en el afio 2005.

Este componente tiene como propdsito evaluar la competencia lectora de
los estudiantes en el idioma Inglés. Para ello se han incluido textos graficos
y escritos a partir de los cuales se disefian items que evallan competencias
de tipo interpretativo 0 argumentativo. Lo anterior significa que los estudian-
tes se enfrentaran a preguntas que indagaran por deduccion de significado
de vocabulario a partir del texto; por elementos de cohesion como referen-
tes y conectores; por la intencionalidad del autor del texto; de igual forma el
estudiante debera hacer inferencias a partir de la informacion que se presen-
ta de manera explicita o implicita en el texto.

El componente de Comprension Lectora en Inglés se aplicara en la primera
sesion del examen y tendré un total de 15 preguntas.
